Degree Requirements

Students fulfill the requirements for the Master’s degree by doing a
combination of coursework and thesis. A minimum of 15 credit hours
of coursework is required, including SLAV 7200 and 6 other credit hours
at the 7000 level in the student’s major discipline. The remaining 6
credit hours, designated as ancillary credit, may be taken at the 7000,
4000, 3000 (or in exceptional circumstances the 2000) level and may
be in courses in the student’s major discipline, or in another program

or department, at the discretion of the chair of the Graduate Studies
Committee. A thesis prospectus must be submitted to the candidate’s
M.A. advisor a minimum of two months before the thesis is submitted to
the M.A. Committee.
